while they “kind of stuck together,” they were able to
meet new people, too.

“Everyone is open. Having Bible class for the first time
with everyone getting into the Word, being taught and
being open to that, was new to me. To have the whole
school be into that was really different at first. But it was
great.

“The first experience where I got to know people really
well was when I went on a mission trip in the fall,” she
continued. “We went down to Nashville, Tennessee. It
was just a good time working with everyone in my class.
I gained a lot of new friendships just serving alongside
people. I’ve always wanted to do missions as a part of my
life, either long-term or for short-term trips.  So that was a
good experience to be able to do that as part of school.

“Going to college, you can view it as just trying to survive
and keep your Christian faith, or you can put [your faith]
on hold. But because of my education at Troy Christian,

I go to school every day and I see it as my
mission field. I try to see people as a
relationship I can form and plant seeds for
Jesus Christ. I don’t know if I would have
that boldness or that outlook without
going to Troy Christian.”

Megan, who is majoring in nursing, plans
to minor in Spanish. Her hope is to combine
the two skills and use them in the mission
field.

She is already well on her way with her
course work at Wright State due to the
PSEO (Post Secondary Enrollment Option)

classes she took while at TCS. Megan said she was able
to take advantage of many of the college courses offered
on the Troy Christian campus so that when she entered
Wright State University, she already had completed
several credits of college hours.

Megan said the sports at Troy Christian were a good
experience for her as well. She played soccer and softball
all three years she was at the high school.

“I really enjoyed playing those sports, looking back,”
she commented. “The summer before I even came in tenth
grade, I was able to go to a soccer camp and get to know
the girls on the soccer team, which gave me a foot in the
door with some girls at the school. Mr. Barnishin (girl’s
soccer coach) became one of my favorite teachers. He
was a mentor for me.”

Megan Snaufer, 18, of Tipp City,
graduated from Troy Christian
Schools last year and has begun her
first year at Wright State University.
Now that she is “out in the real
world,” she has had a chance to
reflect on the value of her Troy
Christian education.

“What I gained most from my time at
Troy Christian was getting that
Christian worldview; just really
solidifying that biblical worldview,”
she said. “Sometimes when you are
[at school] and it seems like it is
pounded into you, it gets a little old,

but now that I am looking back on it, and I am in a public
university with secular professors, I really appreciate that
I have that background to fall back on. I am able to not
doubt my faith because I know the real answers.”

Megan made the switch to TCS at the start
of her sophomore year because her parents
wanted her to have an opportunity to get a
Christian education. She said the transition
was smooth because, “Everyone was very
friendly.”

“If I had not gone to Troy Christian School,
I would not have met the people that I met
and had the experiences that I had,” said
Megan. “It is hard to say “ifs,” but I don’t
know if my relationship with God would be
as strong as it is today if I hadn’t gone to
Troy Christian.”

She commented that the relationships she formed with her
teachers and the other TCS students gave her the
confidence she needed to flourish in her faith as she went
on to college.

Layne said she tries to buy SCRIP every week. She
stocks up on as many restaurant and other “generic”
gift cards, such as Kohl’s or Bath & Body Works,
as her budget will allow, as well as making sure she
has a general-use card, such as CVS. She also has
a Kroger card. By having this kind of supply, she is
prepared at all times for meals, shopping and gifts.
For family birthday gifts, she’ll buy the teenagers
Best Buy and Blockbuster cards, which they love.

“I find we are using the SCRIP gift cards more to
save time than what I thought. They are a great
back up. It really does help fill in the gaps when you
can’t be scheduled and planned,” Layne said,
commenting that both her parents and her husband’s
parents purchase gift cards as well, thereby helping

her family save even further on
tuition.

“My parents are retired and live in
Florida. They travel a lot, eat out a
lot, pay for gas, hotels and meals out.
Anything is helpful. If it takes five or
ten minutes to look over the calendar
and see what is going on and order
some cards and get myself some
discount, why would I not do that,”

said Layne.

Shellie added that November and December are
especially great months to be thinking about SCRIP
because it can help you save in two ways this holiday
season. One, you can purchase gift cards and then
use them while Christmas shopping, or two, the gift
cards themselves make great gifts. Either way, you
save money on tuition.

The SCRIP program has been a time
saver for TCS mom Layne English,
who has one son, Dean, at the
elementary, and one son, Grant, who
just started at the Jr. High this year.

“For us SCRIP has really been a
benefit,” Layne said. “With the
adjustment of Grant being in Jr. High,
our schedule is totally different. Our
normal routine is not normal any more.
We are on the go a lot more. We are
doing a lot more “off the cuff” kind of
stuff.

She said SCRIP has been “really helpful” because
she does not always have the time to “plan
everything out” like she used to. So
having shopping cards on hand from
SCRIP has “helped in a pinch.”

SCRIP is a program that began a year
ago at Troy Christian. According to
SCRIP program coordinator, Shellie
Arbogast, it has continued to grow
steadily since that time. TCS families
can purchase gas, restaurant,
grocery and retail gift cards through
SCRIP from a wide variety of national and local
establishments and receive a discount off tuition.
The cards are purchased by a TCS family at face
value, but the retailers give the school a discounted
rated. The difference is the percent that is credited
to that family’s tuition, less one percent for the
school.

Layne said the SCRIP cards have been very helpful
with youth group activities or at school athletic
events. “I can give Grant a Wendy’s, Arby’s,  or
Pizza Hut card and he doesn’t have to have cash
in his wallet. Also, I’m not leafing through my wallet
looking to see if I have cash to give him. As he
gets older and on the go more, that will be an even
bigger benefit.”

“IT’S NOT ABOUT US,” reads the back of
the Troy Christian wrestling team’s district
champions’ t-shirts. “This does two things; one,
it opens a door to minister wherever we go and
two, it helps remind us, why we do what we do
and who we do it for,” said head wrestling
coach, Steve Goudy.

Troy Christian wrestling took a phenomenal turn
around in just three years. Coach
Steve Goudy went into his fourth year
at Troy Christian, expecting another
growing season. “Going into the
season, we thought our successful year
would be in the 2006-2007 season.
The kids put in a lot of hard work in
the off season and we are blessed with
a dedicated coaching staff and talented
athletes.” Troy Christian went from
wrestling the minimum of four dual
meets in the 2004-2005 season, to
setting a team record of 9-1 in the
2005-2006 season.  Troy Christian
started off the season placing second
at Graham, a wrestling powerhouse
who is known throughout the state.
Not only was Troy Christian wrestling
more matches, but getting into the top tournaments
in the state and the nation. Just before Christmas,
Troy Christian competed in the second ranked
tournament in the nation at Walsh Jesuit. During
Christmas break they competed in the fifth ranked
tournament in the nation at Brecksville, where
junior Casey Thome took second.

On February 4th, Troy Christian beat number one-
in-the-state, Sandusky St. Mary’s Catholic Central
in a tri-meet with seventh-in-the-state Marion
Pleasant. One week later, Troy Christian was
Sectional Champions, continued on as District
Champions, and had five wrestlers qualify for state.
Troy Christian took a mere second place at the
state tournament at the Schottenstein Center in
Columbus. Junior Casey Thome and sophomore
Ben Sergent each were runner-up in their weight
class at the state tournament. Sophomore Zach
Toal took third place, freshman Jordan Thome
took sixth place, and freshman Zac Hancock took
sixth place in their classes.

Placing second at the state tournament was just
enough fuel for Ben Sergent to start back into the
training. Going into the 2005-2006 season,
Sergent was looking at only five losses in 47
matches. This past summer, he continued his
training by wrestling over 100 matches and
wrestling at the ultimate level, the national level.
Ben Sergent defeated New Jersey’s Fred Santait
for the 103 pound, National Championship in

Fargo, North Dakota. Sergent is believed to be
the first National Champion in Miami County. But,
don’t let that big title fool you because Sergent
continues to be humble about the situation. “I don’t
get to witness a lot, but I just try to be a good
example. People know the school I come from
and they see me and they know how I act,” says
Sergent.

There will be a lot of expectations for the upcoming
season, but it’s not a focus for the Troy Christian
wrestling team because like their t-shirts read,
“IT’S NOT ABOUT US.”

The Business Partners Program gives area
businesses and corporations an exceptional
opportunity to join TCS in forming church and
community leaders by becoming a member of our
school. Membership levels are Gold, Silver, Bronze
and Eagles Supporter. Each membership offers
different levels of opportunities for signs and
banners on our outdoor fields and indoor
gymnasium, along with other benefits.

“whiteboard” the teacher can write on.

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There were themes and class work. It was all
there. There was also spiritual development with
Bible stories. The theme usually tied into
something Bible related.”

That carefully planned childcare and preschool
learning base prepared Anna for all-day
kindergarten, an option the McElwees were
grateful to have.

“Anna loves it,” Holly said of the all-day
kindergarten program. “As soon as I heard they
were going to do it, I thought, ‘How soon can I
sign up for this?’ She had already been going to
preschool and childcare, so for her and the kids
who had already been going all day, it just made
sense to keep them in all-day kindergarten.”

Troy Christian also continues to offer half-day
kindergarten for parents who prefer that option.
And, according to Troy Christian’s childcare
director, Leona Robinette, it is a “special joy to
see the children that began in the childcare
program as toddlers continue on through the
elementary.

“We have the privilege as teachers to watch them
grow and mature academically, spiritually and
socially. It’s a little like watching your own children
grow up,” said Mrs. Robinette. “It has been an
honor to have had the opportunity to share in the
lives of each of the children entrusted in our care.
Each one is a precious gift. In Matthew it says
we must become as little children to enter heaven.
There are many qualities that children possess that
we, as adults, can apply to our lives, and much we
can learn from them.”

The McElwees said their whole family has been
encouraged by the way concerns were handled
when they did arise because they were able to
discuss them with Mrs. Robinette and the
teachers.

“We were happy that when we did have a concern,
we felt like people genuinely listened and worked
with us to resolve the situation,” Holly related.
“They were just “Anna concerns” and issues with
her development, but the staff was willing to work
with us on it. We were always very satisfied in
the way things were handled.”

The Christian focus, the staff, the caring attitude
and the fact that people are genuinely interested
in Anna as a whole person are what make Troy
Christian Elementary so special to the McElwee
family.

When Dan and Holly McElwee were searching
for a perfect childcare choice for their daughter,
Anna, they did not realize all the positive impacts
Troy Christian Schools would have on their
whole family.

Anna, who is now in all-day kindergarten, has loved
her school from the start. Holly states that as a
parent, she has had such “peace of mind” about
her daughter being here.

“We’ve been pleased every day. We’ve never had
a day when we were worried about her care,” Holly
stated.

The
childcare fed right into the preschool. Now, she
gets on the bus, and then goes to after-school
childcare until we can get there to pick her up.

“We know she is safe and in a good environment.
It is peace of mind, knowing that it’s all in-house
and that she doesn’t have to get transported to
somewhere else.”

In addition to the friendly and genuine teachers,
the McElwees were initially attracted to the
environment of the building itself. “Our first
impression was that the building was very bright,
very clean and it was the kind of place where kids
seemed to be well cared for.

“Our impressions on that first tour were definitely
confirmed once she started going to TCS. It wasn’t
just childcare that was going on. There was teaching
and learning going on, even in the toddler class.
